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EXPLANATORY NOTE

This Directory was designed as a reference guide to work being conducted on space weapons as an issue field; work more narrowly focused on missile defense and/or where missile defense is not examined within the "bigger picture" context of the development of space weapons has not been included. 

Whereas National Missile Defense (NMD), aka Star Wars, and other related forms of missile defense, have received a certain level of public, Congressional, media, expert and NGO attention and scrutiny, the broader issue of the United States’ interest in and active pursuit of space weapons remains virtually unknown to the public, and NGO and expert attention to it has been far less than that devoted to NMD.  Many of the individuals, institutions and organizations working on space weapons-related issues are not widely known to the media, to funders, to peace and arms control activists, or even to each other. Hence, the decision to create an international Directory listing “lead actors” in the field of space weapons and their prevention. 

Of course, NMD and other space weapons programs and plans are very intertwined, and obviously, if the U.S. NMD system currently being tested is deployed it will be a de facto weaponization of space. However, for the reasons briefly outlined above, this Directory was designed as a guide to work being done on space weapons as a comprehensive issue area. 

So, while there are many experts and organizations carrying out excellent and important research, public education and advocacy work on missile defense such as Council for a Livable World, Peace Action, the Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament, Ted Postol and Philip Coyle, to name but a few, you will not find them listed in this Directory.

CDI's new Space Security Project is designed to highlight the strategic, political, technical and economic questions surrounding the potential weaponization of space through analyses, news and useful data for policymakers, media and others interested in this critical international security issue.

2002 work primarily devoted to publishing articles and attending conferences, with the articles focused on showing why the U.S. has the threat assessment it does, and arguing that even if there is a threat space weapons aren't the answer.

In 2003, CDI will have a formal project, centered around Theresa Hitchens and Philip Coyle. They will be doing a large monograph (with outside contributors too) on cooperation vs. competition in space, looking at the wide set of issues, from commercial to military to political to scientific. They also will do at least two small papers, one on Brilliant Pebbles technologies (how have they matured since the SDI era, if at all?) and one on other forms of international space cooperation less than a weapons ban (Hitchens believes there are interim steps that would improve international security and should be taken no matter what happens on the ban issue). They also will start a new web site for space weapons issues. They hope to work with industry and European groups to put together a conference on Galileo vs. GPS III, as that issue encompasses many of those facing the wider community, and sadly, pits the U.S. against its European allies. Additionally, Hitchens and Coyle will be active in monitoring the U.S. budget for space based missile defense, and writing Op Eds etc.

FAS has been very active over the past twenty years on space weaponization, both in the context of NMD and of anti-satellite weapons (ASATs).  In recent years, work in this area has focused on NMD.

Hinchey (D-NY), Barbara Lee (D-CA), Fortney Pete Stark (D-CA), Bob Filner (D-CA), Joseph M. Hoeffel (D-PA), Cynthia A. McKinney (D-GA).

The Space Preservation Act of 2002 (H.R. 3616)—to be reintroduced in January 2003—requires the President of the United States to direct U.S. representatives to the United Nations and other international organizations to immediately work toward negotiating, adopting and implementing an international treaty banning space-based weapons and to immediately order the termination of research and development, testing, manufacturing, production and deployment of all space-based weapons of the United States.

The bill’s companion document, the Space Preservation Treaty, reaffirms the importance and urgency of banning space-based weapons. The Treaty recognizes the common interest of all humankind in the exploration and weapons-free use of outer space for peaceful purposes. It reaffirms that the exploration of outer space shall be for peaceful purposes and shall be carried out for the benefit and in the interest of all countries, irrespective of their degree of economic or scientific development.

ICIS is currently seeking a government to sponsor a treaty negotiation forum, and to this end is a lead player in building an NGO coalition in Canada to influence the Canadian government to take a lead on the treaty.

In November, 2002, the Foundation and the San Francisco-based Ploughshares Fund launched a new public policy effort called the Arms Control Advocacy Collaborative, or AC2 (AC-squared). This newly established project, funded by the two foundations, endeavors to advance a common nonproliferation and arms control agenda in Washington, DC. Former Senior Congressional Advisor for Arms Control and Nonproliferation at the Department of State, Terri S. Lodge, is the lead lobbyist for AC2.

Eight DC-based NGOs are participating in AC2 and lobbying on issues of mutual interest:  the Arms Control Association, Center for Defense Information, Council for a Livable World, Federation of American Scientists, Friends Committee on National Legislation, Natural Resources Defense Council, Physicians for Social Responsibility, and Union of Concerned Scientists.

The legislative focus of the collaborative includes nuclear weapons reduction, nuclear testing and new nuclear weapons, Nunn-Lugar Cooperation Threat Reduction, and missile defense, including weaponization of space issues.

The Kirsch Foundation's funding in the field is limited to the members of AC2 and to the

Re-introduced an improved version in January 2002 as H.R. 3616 (you can read the entire bill text at http://www.peaceinspace.com/L3-legislation-act.shtml.), which was to be re-introduced in January 2003. 

His office reported they were in talks with Sen. Tom Harkin’s office and other Senators about a possible companion Senate bill, but there are no tangible results thus far.

Rep. Kucinich introduced a companion treaty to HR3616 at the same time, entitled the “Space Preservation Treaty”.

Space Preservation Act of 2002

H.R. 3616, 107th Congress, 2nd Session

To preserve the cooperative, peaceful uses of space for the benefit of all humankind by prohibiting the basing of weapons in space and the use of weapons to destroy or damage objects in space that are in orbit, and for other purposes.
U.S. House of Representatives, January 23, 2002.

H.R. 3616 seeks to ban the research, development, and deployment of space-based weapons. The bill would also bar the use of weaponry to target objects that are in orbit, thereby proscribing the use of Anti-Satellite Weapons.

Representative Dennis Kucinich (D-Ohio) introduced the bill; which was referred to the Committee on Science, and in addition to the Committees on Armed Services, and International Relations, for a period to be subsequently determined by the Speaker, in each case for consideration of such provisions as fall within the jurisdiction of the committee concerned.

Reaching Critical Will is an initiative from the Women's International League for Peace and Freedom that started in 1999 with a single focus: to increase the quality and quantity of non-governmental organization preparation for and participation in the 2000 Review of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty. Current Focus

RCW's work on PAROS involves:

· Examining ways to insert discussion into the decision making process at the UN on preventing an arms race in outer space, through various key states on this issue.

· Monitoring the main bodies which deal with this issue: Conference on Disarmament and the General Assembly First Committee.  

· Researching and publishing information on some of the defense contractors involved in space weaponization development.

· Networking with other advocates of a space weapons ban to develop complementary and coherent strategies.

One of the main objectives is to close down the Pine Gap US military base near Alice Springs, Northern Territory.  Pine Gap, officially known as the Joint Defense Space Research Facility, is one of the largest and most important US satellite ground control stations in the world, consisting of a large computer complex and satellite reconnaissance.  Pine Gap's most important role is processing information gathered by
Rhyolite signals intelligence (SIGINT) satellites and transmitting that
information to the United States. These satellites act as ‘vacuum cleaners’, sucking up radio transmissions across a wide spectrum. Military intelligence is obtained, along with economic, political and domestic information from national and international telephone and radio communications between allies and enemies alike.  Pine Gap's satellites gather military radio transmissions, giving information on military readiness, troop and ship movements and other matters. The satellites can intercept radar emanations, allowing mapping of air defences, anti-ballistic missile radars and early-warning radars.

The latest satellite system, called SBIRS (Space-Based Infra-Red System), is planned to be operational by 2004. This system is a key element of NMD and the development of space weapons.

Professor White’s paper examines the evidence underlying recent and growing concerns that we may see weapons deployed in space or deployed specifically to act into space, and examines to some extent the problems with existing space law and space treaties relating to the military use of space.  It argues that there is a need for a new treaty to be developed embodying new space law that would prohibit such deployments.  Explicit definitions are proposed for the boundary between outer space and air space, and for other terms that would enter such a new treaty, and proposals are presented for at least some of the articles this treaty would require.  A strategy for having this treaty accepted by the international community is outlined.
